PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE

Thank you to all the members who contributed generously toward paying our Hawaii Kyodan Assessment both current and arrears.  A special mahalo to the Shinwakai group who donated the entire proceeds from the Gotane service and Bishop’s luncheon as well as the volunteers who participated in the Treasures of Hongwanji and Cherry Blossom Festival.  All funds raised from these events were given towards payment of our Assessment.  We, as members of our temple need to help the few active volunteers as they continue to pursue fund raising efforts.  Bishop Matsumoto said that, “it takes a village to raise a child”, but it also takes active participation from our Sangha to meet our financial obligations.  Your Board of Directors have a fiduciary responsibility to sustain Kona Hongwanji into the next decade and beyond.  I have asked the Finance Director to share with you the “10 Year Financial Projection” as my President’s Message for this month.  You may obtain a complete copy of this report from the Office Clerk.
FINANCE REPORT:  DO WE HAVE LOTS OF MONEY?  

Members have heard that Kona Hongwanji has “lots of money”; and they are “embarrassed” that the temple continues to have an outstanding balance with regard to our Hawaii Kyodan annual dues (“Kyoku Assessment”).  I’d like to address the “lots of money” perception and explain the actions taken by the Kona Hongwanji Kyodan Board of Directors (the “BOD”).

Does Kona Hongwanji have “lots of money”?  Well, if your outlook is, “I’m fine, as long as there’s enough money to keep the temple running while I’m around” (a self-centered perspective), then yes, we have lots of money.  But, if you want this temple to keep its doors open for the next generation, if you believe in “Kodomo no tame ni” (for the sake of our children), then no, we do not have a lot of money.

How much money do we have?  Well, as of December 31, 2010, the “Total Cash Assets” of Kona Hongwanji was just above $900,000.  This includes EVERYTHING… checking, savings, investment accounts, right down to the last nickel in the donation box at the front door.  Bear in mind that the vast, vast majority of these monies (over $700,000) are in “restricted / reserved” funds, meaning there are strict limitations on the use of these funds, (for example, the “Living Memorial Endowment Fund”).  But yes, looking at our Total Cash Assets right now, today, we do have “lots of money”.  
So why not pay our Kyoku assessment in full?  Here is where the issue gets a bit more “complicated”.  Your BOD has a fiduciary duty (the highest degree of responsibility, loyalty, and trust) to act in the best interests of Kona Hongwanji temple and its members.  As part of this fiduciary duty, the BOD has examined a 10-year cash flow projection; and, if we paid off the outstanding balance and remained current with Hawaii Kyodan’s annual dues (around $40,000 per year), the temple’s Total Cash Assets (including restricted funds) will be gone in less than 10 years… every penny!  See the graph below:

What does this mean?  This means, in less than 10 years, Kona Hongwanji will shut its doors:  no funerals, weddings, memorial services; no youth activities (such as Jr. YBA, Dharma School, judo, Boy Scouts, 4-H); no Sunday services or Dharma talks (Hanamatsuri, Bodhi Day, Hoonko); no cultural events (such as bon dancing, mochi pounding, ikebana, tai chi); no community services (such as Project Dana, food drives, preschool).  Is this the future you envision?  How will you practice, promote, and perpetuate the teachings of Jodo-Shinshu without an operational temple?
Under these dire projections, the BOD made a very difficult, yet necessary, decision:  focus our priority on keeping Kona Hongwanji operating as long as possible.  We “prioritized” our expenditures, with the highest priority to expenses that directly affect temple operations, services, and programs.  This meant the annual assessment became the lowest of operational priorities.  In fairness, we pay $1,000 per month to Hawaii Kyodan (a $12,000 annual minimum).  At the end of the year, if we have a “profit”, we make an additional payment to Hawaii Kyodan.  Simply put, the BOD’s priority is to keep the temple doors open!

Financially prudent?  The BOD has a fiduciary duty to be financially responsible.  As the graph below illustrates, over the past ten years, Kona’s operating costs have increased less than 14%.  In comparison, Hawaii Kyodan’s operating budget exploded by 49%, or $440,000, resulting in staggering increases to our annual assessment.  Based on a Hawaii Kyodan statewide survey, the annual dues is “a significant single expense” of the operating budget of over half the temples (a 23.7% mean average).  Kona’s assessment is 27% of our operating budget, our single largest budget line item.  Compounding the problem, despite the tremendous increase in costs, statewide membership dropped by 2,347 members!  Skyrocketing costs and plummeting membership creates an unsustainable financial burden on all temples!

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What is Hawaii Kyodan doing?  In a meeting with Hawaii Kyodan’s senior leadership, they discussed the “compression of temples” as a strategy for survival; for example, two temples will be closed in order for a third temple to survive.  The facilities and properties of the “closed temples” will be converted into income producing property to financially support the surviving temple.  If Kona Hongwanji is “compressed”, would you travel 60 miles to Kamuela or 70 miles to Pahala?  It won’t work for Kona Hongwanji; we are the only Hongwanji within 130 miles (three times the length of Oahu)!
Hawaii Kyodan has also invested heavily into the Pacific Buddhist Academy and the “Ching Property as part of their strategic plan.  The question is NOT about whether or not to support PBA (we must support it); rather it is about “prioritizing” our finances in a responsible way. When temples and Sanghas are disappearing, and our financial resources are very limited, some of us question the prudence of spending so much.  Why rush to build PBA when there will be no temples left to see its completion?
Is Kona the only one struggling?  No, all temples are struggling to survive; Kona is not alone in its concerns and struggles.  As of Dec. 31, 2010, another temple was unable to pay its annual dues assessment, and thus had a “balance due” for 2010.  The minutes to a recent Hawaii Kyodan Executive Board Meeting states, (regarding Kona’s unpaid dues) “Other temples in other districts are threatening to withhold payments in the same way.”  

Could we raise more revenues and/or increase membership?  We’re trying!  Could we implement true change in Hawaii Kyodan?  Hard to change “That’s the way we’ve always done it” mentality.  In the end, we can only control what we can control… and we can control the prioritization of our expenditures.  In an ironic twist, Hawaii Kyodan recently did exactly that… re-prioritized its expenditures!  The “Shinran Shonin 750th Memorial and Hawaii Kyodan 120th Anniversary Campaign Fund” did not generate as much revenue as anticipated, thus they had to “re-prioritize” the fund’s distribution.  Funds will go first towards the Honzan donation and to PBA’s classroom building fund.  Nothing will go to replenishing the Capital Fund (the fund YOU paid for)… this makes you the “last priority”.

In summary, the survival of Kona Hongwanji (keeping the temple doors open) is vital because it is in the best interest of our members, our community, Hawaii Kyodan, and most importantly… it is in the best interests of the next generation (“Kodomo no tame ni”… for the sake of the children).  Your BOD is working very hard on finding a reasonable solution, on striking a “fair balance”.  Financial resources are limited (for you personally, the temple, and Hawaii Kyodan); we balance keeping our temple operating, yet paying what we can to Hawaii Kyodan.  We’re trying to keep the temple “alive” for today AND tomorrow’s Sangha!  If you have any concerns, suggestions, or comments, please feel free to contact me. In the end, the solution will require your support and guidance.

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Who Moved My Cheese?

I think that all human systems require continuous renewal.  They rigidify.  They get stiff in the joints.  They forget what they cared about.  The forces against it are nostalgia and the enormous appeal of having things the way they have always been, appeals to a supposedly happy pat.  But we’ve got to move on ---------------- John W. Gardner

This morning I finished reading Dr. Spencer Johnson’s Who Moved My Cheese!  An A-mazing Way to Deal With Change In Your Life.  The book begins with A.J. Cronin’s words:  “Life is no straight and easy corridor along which we travel free and unhampered, but a maze of passages, through which we must seek our way, lost and confused, now and again checked in a blind alley.  But always, if we have faith, a door will open for us, not perhaps one that we ourselves would ever have thought of, but one that will ultimately prove good for us.”

The author ends the book with these words:  “Haw quickly said his hellos and soon took bites of every one of his favorite Cheeses.  He pulled off his shoes, tied the laces together, and hung them around his neck in case he needed them again.

“Then Haw jumped into the New Cheeses.  When he had eaten his fill, he lifted a piece of fresh Cheese and made a toast, ‘Hooray for Change!


“As Haw enjoyed the New Cheese, he reflected on what he had learned.

“He realized that when he had been afraid to change he had been holding on to the illusion of Old Cheese that was no longer there.

“So what was it that made him change?  Was it the fear of starving to death?  Haw smiled as he thought it certainly helped.

“Then he laughed and realized that he had started to change as soon as he had learned to laugh at himself and at what he had been doing wrong.  He realized the fastest way to change is to laugh at your own folly – then you can let go and quickly move on.

“He knew he had learned something useful about moving on from his mice friends.  They kept life simple.  They didn’t overanalyze or overcomplicate things.  When the situation changed and the Cheese had been moved, they changed and moved with the Cheese.  He would remember that.

“Haw had also used his wonderful brain to do what little people do better than mice.

“He envisioned himself --- in realistic detail --- finding something better --- much better.

“He reflected on the mistakes he had made in the past and used them to plan for his future.  He knew that you could learn to deal with change.

“You could be more aware of the need to keep things simple, be flexible, and move quickly.

“You did not need to complicate matters or confuse yourself with fearful beliefs.

“You could notice when the little changes began so that you would be better prepared for the big change that might be coming.

“He knew he needed to adapt faster, for if you do not adapt in time, you might as well not adapt at all.

“He had to admit that the biggest inhibitor to change lies within yourself, and tht nothing gets better until you change.”
